Total Call Volume: More than 9500

1593 Welfare checks. Approximately 1508 of the Welfare checks consisted of No shelter, Food or water complaints. Some of these calls were unfounded as the subjects were in compliance and based on neighbors fighting.

There were 20 calls that involved dead dogs. 17 of those calls were result of being hit by cars, natural causes or unable to determine through a Necropsy. 

26 of the Welfare checks resulted in Animal Cruelty where 3 dogs were found deceased. The cause of death was either Heat stroke or starvation. All parties that could be located were charged with Animal Cruelty or Neglect.

39 calls were for dogs being Tangled. None resulted in injury or death. Violations were corrected which the more serious violators were charged with improper restraint.
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
